¶ The programme also involves a half day (minimum 2 hours) training session for teachers prior to the day 
of delivery. Teachers and ideally volunteer Yr 12/ Yr 13 students deliver the programme alongside our 
facilitators.  

¶ It is available to schools throughout the year.

The day is in two distinct parts.   

 

In the morning the whole year group participate in a drama simulation centred on cultural difference 

and assumptions.  

 

The students are split into smaller groups and are charged with building their own cultural identity. 

Cultural ambassadors must then visit other communities to exchange information about their way of 

life.  

 

After this, life becomes more challenging. The new 

cultures are tested as an ecological disaster strikes one 

community. Each country is asked to help the 

refugees... what will they decide to do? How will they 

cope? 

 

Once the simulation is over all the students will have 

an opportunity to discuss and evaluate what 

happened. 

 

 

In the afternoon the students meet with an ethnically diverse team of individuals. Each person they 

meet will have personal experiences that directly relate to the fictional simulations from the morning. 

Your students can talk with these people in an informal way and ask any questions that they may have. 

These meetings will consolidate the work from the morning.  

 

After this there will be one last discussion, and then ƛǘΩǎ home time.

Needs for Schools Checklist 
 

PEOPLE 
 

¶ There must be a single contact/organising teacher and we must have work and home contact 
numbers for that person. 

 

¶ The students should come from one year group 
 

¶ The students will work in groups of 20  
 

¶ You will need to provide one teacher per group of 20 
 

¶ Ideally each teacher should be assisted by a senior pupil (Year 11/Sixth Form) 
 

¶ The teachers and senior pupils are required to take part in a training session prior to the 
delivery date. This session will take half a day (a minimum of 2 hours). 

 
SPACE 
 

¶ There should be one space large enough to accommodate a whole year group. We will also 
need the facilities with which to project images, i.e. a laptop, a projector and screen. 

 

¶ There should also be smaller spaces (classroom or equivalent) for each smaller group.  Any 
tables in a space will be moved around through the day so technology and science classrooms 
will not be appropriate. 

 

¶ We will also need a briefing space for teachers and theatre personnel. The briefing will clarify 
the aims of the delivery day. This space should be available for teachers, senior pupils and 
theatre facilitators to use at lunchtime. 

 
GROUPS 
 

¶ The participants must be selected and allocated their 
groups before the day of the workshop. All pupils 
must know what group they are in, what colour they 
are and which space is their small group space.   
(Red/Blue/Green/Yellow/Purple/Orange)  
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MATERIALS 
 

¶ Booklets must be printed/copied by the school, with relevant colour front.  
 

¶ Each pupil should have their printed booklet before the visit and bring it to the workshop on the 
day. They will need a pen or pencil to write in their booklet with. 

 

¶ School should provide large paper/card and fat pens in the relevant colours. 
 

¶ 3 large sheets of paper or card per group 
 

¶ 1 or 2 fat pens in all five colours.

LUNCH 
 

¶ Schools should provide lunch for facilitators, assistants and the visitor team. Ideally it should be 
in the briefing space that was used in the morning. This lunchtime period is critical as all 
teachers, senior students and Barbican facilitators need to debrief and re-brief over lunch.
